I have no idea.

683. It’s 3 Yuan.

684. Is it 3 Yuan?

685. Yes.

686. How do you know?

687. I went there with my mother once.

688. Let’s make it 3 Yuan then.

689. Round trip will be 6 Yuan.

690. Plus Zhang Huike’ s ticket, it will make 12 Yuan.

691. Yes, 12 Yuan.

692. No, it’s wrong.

693. Zhang only needs to pay the back-trip ticket.  That makes it 9 instead of 12.

694. Who has the money?

695. Please contribute your money.

696. We don’t have any.

697. I’ll borrow it from you.

698. I’ll pay you back for sure.

699. Take it out.

700. We don’t have money.

701. The total sum is only 9 Yuan.  

If everyone helps, it’ll be enough.

702. Take out all you have in the pocket.

703. We don’t have pockets.

704. Take out all you have in your bags 

and pencil boxes.

705. Hand over your money.

706. It’s far from enough.

707. It’ll be enough if each one of you 

in the class contributes 50 cents.

708. There’re all together 28 students.  

How much would that make?

709. You’re wrong, Teacher.  

There should be 26 students.

710. Zhang Huike and Ming Xinhong 

left already.

711. You’re right. That makes it 26.

712. There are 26 students in the class.

713. How much is it 
if everyone contributes 50 cents?

714. Let’s calculate. How much will it be 

if timing 26 with 50 cents?

715. 130 yuan.

716. Is it 130?

717. It’s 50 cents from each person.

718. No, it should be 13 Yuan.

719. 13 Yuan will be enough for me.  

I only need 9 Yuan.

720. Each of you brings with you 50 cents from your home.  Did you hear it?

721. We don’t have money.

722. It won’t do 
if you don’t have money.

723. How can I pay the ticket 

without money?

724. How can I go to the city then?

725. How can Zhang Huike come back without money,?

load bricks in the brickyard?

728. Loading bricks?

729. How much will you earn 

by loading bricks?

730. You can earn 1.5 cent 

by loading one piece.

731. There is a brickyard over there.

732. All of my family went to load bricks last time.

733. Only 1.5 cent. It pays too little.

734. Will it make enough money 

if we load more bricks?

735. Zhang Mingxian,

798. We need money to buy bus ticket.

799. We are helping our classmate.

800. Tell me what’s going on.

801. Zhang Huike has gone to the city.  

I need to go and find him.

804. Shui Quan Primary School.

809. We’ve loaded 
more than 1,500 pieces.

813. Have you counted it correctly?

814. How much can I get 

for piling up 10,000 pieces?

815. More than 40.

816. What is ten per cent of 40 yuan?

817. You must pay us anyway.

818. Because we’ve loaded the bricks.

819. For the sake of your teacher

820. and your help for your classmate, 

I’ll pay you 5 Yuan.

821. It’s a lot.

822.  5 Yuan is not enough.

823. How much will be enough?

824. You didn’t do me any favor 

by breaking the bricks.

825. I have to pile them up again over there.  You guys didn’t help.

826. I actually pay you guys for nothing.

827. But we did move the bricks for you.

828. We worked. We have to get paid.

829. For the sake of Teacher Gao and to award you for helping your classmate,

830. the 15 Yuan I pay you 

should be enough.

831. I have simply become a foundation 
and welfare unit.

832. I contributed to alleviating poverty.

833. Teacher, I’m thirsty.  Let’s go and find some water to drink.

834. Teacher, we’re thirsty too.

835. We have 15 Yuan.  There would be 6 left after purchasing tickets.

836. Shall we buy some soft drinks?

837. All right.  Let’s buy some.

838. Here are the soft drinks.

839. Don’t touch.

840. What can we buy with 6 Yuan?

841. “Jian Li Bao” and coca-cola.

842. What do you really want?

843. Coca-cola tastes better.

844. We’ve never tasted it.

845. How much for a can of coke?

846. 3 Yuan.  The price for the rest 
is of 3 Yuan, too.

847. We can only buy two cans.

882. We need 52.5 Yuan for the tickets.

883. Yesterday, the boss said

885. How many more bricks shall we move?

886. Who will do the calculation?  

Put up your hands.

887. Let me do it, Teacher.  I know how.

888. Jiao Jie, go ahead.

900. We can’t do it. That’s too much.

901. Last time we did 1,500 pieces,

902. Forget about how many we can move.

Let’s see how long it takes.

903. We did 1,500 pieces yesterday,

1070. Is it here?

1071. It’s written “Broadcast”. Sure it is.

1072. Let’s knock at the door.

1073. Then I’ll knock at the door.

1074. Who is it?  What can I do for you?

1075. We’ve a missing person.  Can you…
1076. To page him through broadcasting?

1077. Yes.

1078. Who are you looking for?

1079. My student Zhang Huike. 

  He came to the city
1080. because his family is too poor 
  to send him to school.

1081. A student?  Is it a boy or a girl?

1082. A boy. His family can’t afford to
 send him to school, so he came here.
1083. What does he look like?

1084. Just tell me how tall he is and what  

  clothes he is wearing.

1085. He is of this height and 
  wore blue shirt.

1086. No, it’s grey.

1087. That’s enough.  Just wait.

1088. Think it over. Write it down 

  and give it to me when you finish.

1089. Have you finished writing?

1090. Yes.

1091. Let me have a look.  Zhang Huike of
  11 years old
1092. from Shui Quan Primary School of 

  Shui Quan county,

1093. a student of Grade 3, he wore a blue 
  shirt and light grey trousers.

1094. He’s not tall with hair of 

  medium-length, neither fat nor skinny.

1095. He came from a poor family. His 
  mother is ill and his father died early.

1096. For this, he can’t go to school. It’s 

  not of any use to write so much.

1117. Why not?

1118. I won’t pay you until Zhang is back.

1119. Am I supposed to accompany you

  before Zhang comes back? 
1120.I have been with you 


  for the whole day.
1121.Now that they have paged, 
  he’ll be back soon.
1122.I’m ready to go. Please pay me.

1123.No, I won’t pay you 
  until Zhang is back.

1124.Won’t you pay me?

1125.Take out the money.

1126.I won’t pay you 
  before he is not back.

1127.When he hears the broadcast, 
  he’ll come back.

1128.You promised to pay me.  
  How dare you break your promise?
1129.If you don’t, I’ll take it myself.

1130.Are you going to give it to me or not?

1131.No, I’m not.

1132.Are you taking out the money or not?

1133.Are you going to break your promise?
1134.You must pay me 

  because you promised to.

1135.Are you insisting on not paying me?

1136.I’ll take it myself then.

1137.This is what you promised me.

1138.What are you steering at?  Be quick!
1139.2.5 Yuan.  Here you are.

1140.It’s not enough.

1141.Here it is.  Is that enough?

1142.You wait here.  I’m leaving now.

1143.Why are you still here?

1144.You haven’t found him?
1145.He didn’t come. 

1146.Could you page him again?

1147.I’ve done it six times already.

1148.In fact, we are only allowed to page 

  three times.

1149.Where did he get lost?

1150.Was he lost at the railway station?

1151.Yes,  it’s right there.

1152.When did it happen?

1153.Two or three days ago.

1154.It has been 2 or 3 days? 

1155.In that case, there is no need for us to

  page hi m. Think of some other ways.

1156.It’s of no use to page him.  
  You wouldn’t be able to find him.

1157.Could you do me a favor

1158.It’s of no use.  
  Try to find some other ways.

1159.Little friend, what do you want?

1271.How could I let you in 
  if you don’t have any kind of ID?

1272.Get out right now.

1273.Please let me in.

1274.Master, I’m going to 
  the Department of Economy.

1275.Please let me in to look for someone.
1276.Please let me in.

1277.Let me explain to you, kid.
1278.Go to the Advertisement Dept. to have 
  your request taken care of.
1279.There are too many requests 

  for TV advertisement.
1280.You must show identification paper 

  or your personal ID .
1281.You don’t have either of them.

1282.How could I let you in?

1283.I must follow the rules.

1284.I simply can’t let you in.
  Do you understand?

1285.Are you clear now?

1286.Zhang has been lost for 2 or 3 days.
1287.It has nothing to do with me.

1288.Why didn’t you understand me, kid?

1289.Did you see the two who just got in?

1290.They have ID. They were allowed to 
  get in after registration.

1291.If I let you in against the rules,

1292.who will be responsible 
  if something goes wrong?

1293.Let me in to look for someone.

1294.No way. 
  Don’t stand here all the time.

1295.You can’t do anything 

  by standing here?

1296.Go away. Just go away. 
1297.No, I won’t.

1298.What do you mean 

  by saying you wouldn’t?

1299.You are really the headache.

1300.Just let me in, please.

1301.You are really driving me crazy.

1302.Why are you still here?

1303.I didn’t ask you 
  if you had money with you.

1304.Do you know how much it costs 
  to put up an advertisement?

1305.Did you bring money with you?

1306.No, I didn’t.

1307.You didn’t bring a cent with you,
  did you?  No, I didn’t.

1308.What will you do 
  when you get in penniless?

1309.You are kidding.

1310.Even if I let you in, 
  you can’t solve any problem.

1311.Get away at once.  Go away.

1312.What am I supposed to do?

  What am I going to do?

1313.How do I know what you should do?

1314.Unless you were one of the relatives of 

  the TV station chief.

1315.It will do if you are the younger 
  sister-in-law of the chief.

1316.Here the chief has the last word.
1317.How can I find him?

1318.His office is on the third floor. 
  He wears glasses.

1319.Go and find him.

1320.It’s your luck 

  if the guard lets you in.

1321.Then I’m going in.

1322.Go ahead.

1323.I want to look for the station chief.

1324.Go to the reception 

  to get a permit first.

1325.You can’t go in without permit.

1326.Did you hear what I said? 
  I mean you.

1327.Could you ask him to let me in?

1328.You asked me to speak for you?

1329.It’s none of my business.

1337.Is that so easy?

1338.Don’t take it for granted.

1339.If everyone bothers the chief 

  with trivial things,

1340.he would be overloaded and 

  exhausted. Get away.  Be quick.

1341.Don’t mess around. 
  What a trouble maker!

1342.Have you got today’s newspaper?

1343.Not yet. Here is the yesterday’s.

1344.Notify the Department of Children

  by phone when they arrive.

1345.OK.  Go away immediately.

1346.I’ll be waiting for the station chief 

  right here. No matter what.

1347.Wait for the chief right here?

1348.I’ll see how you are going to

1349. wait till the station chief shows up?

1350.Wait outside!
1351.Nobody cares how long you’d wait

  if you do it outside of the main gate.

1352.To tell you the truth, I’ll call the 

  security if you go on staying here.

1353.I’ll call the Security 

  to drag you out.

1354.You are really in our way 

  by standing here.

1355.We have a lot to do here.

1376.Stop!

1377.Are you the station chief?

1378.Station chief?

1379.Are you the station chief?

1380.What station chief? 
  You must be making a mistake.

1381.Come in, kid!
1382.Give him something to eat. 
  Are you hungry?

1383.You can’t walk around customers 
  even if you’re hungry. Got it?

1384.It will affect my business.

1385.You’d be bothering customers, too.

1386.Come to me when you’re hungry

  in the future.

1387.We can afford to feed you.

1388.You may help wash dishes 
  in backstage area when you finish.

1389.Remember, don’t walk

  around customers.!

1390.I won’t.

1391.Do you remember?

1392.Yes!

1393.Little friend, wake up.

1394.How can you sleep here?

1395.You would fall ill by sleeping here.  
  Are there anything wrong with you?

1396.Get up quickly!  Get up!
1397.Chief, a little country girl is 

  looking for you at the gate.

1398.She asks everyone wearing glasses 

  if he is the station chief.

1399.She looked for you yesterday and 

stayed here overnight. Now she’s back.

1400.Is that the girl standing 
  beside the guard?

1401.In red clothes?

1402.That’s her. She has been there 
  for a day and a night.

1403.Go and ask what it is all about.
1404.OK.

1405.She said she is a teacher
  from the mountains.

1406.She’s looking for her student.

1407.She wants to put up an advertisement.

1408.But she doesn’t have any kind of ID.

1409.So we didn’t let her in.

1410.I heard she has been waiting 
  down there for one day and half.

1411.She did that out of her own will.
  We didn’t ask her to.

1412.We do things by rules.

1413.I think she is a bit insane.

1414.What attitude have you got?

1415.You made her wait for a day and half.

1416.And you accused her of being insane.

1417.Which one of you is insane, 
  you or she?

1418.What attitude you have got!

1419.We do our job according to the rules.

1420.She didn’t have any ID. 

  So we refused to let her in.

1421.So you made her wait 
  for a day and a half.

1422.How could you treat people like this?

1423.I’ll go and look for her at once.

1424.No, I’ll go to see her instead.

1425.Are you the station chief?

1426.Yes. Are you looking for me?

1427.Is there anything I can help?

1428.Yes.

1429.It’s not worth advertising now.

1430.An advertisement of 30 seconds costs
  more than 600 Yuan.

1431.It would cost a lot more if you want 


  to air it at more frequent intervals.

1432.Besides, you don’t have any money.  
  The chief does pay attention to it.

1433.He entrusted me to take care of it. 
  I’ve got an idea.

1434.We have a program called
  “The Colorful Bridge of Life”.

1435.It has a very high audience rate
  among the TV programs in the city.

1436.If you appear in our program
  as a guest of honor,

1437.talks about the education

  in the mountainous village
1438.and how your student got lost, 
  the result would be very good.

1439.The quality of teaching and conditions 
  of schools have been improved a lot.

1440.The guideline regarding popularizing 
  the nine-year compulsory education
1441.has been further carried out.

1442.But in some under-developed remote 
  mountainous areas ,

1443.the conditions for running schools
  are still difficult.

1444.Many children can’t afford to

  go to school.

1445.I’ve invited a special guest of honor

  for our audience.

1446.She’s going to touch the topic of

  education in the countryside today.

1447.This is Wei Minzhi, a substitute
  teacher of Shui Quan Primary School.

1448.Teacher Xiao Wei, how are you?

1449.Could you talk about

1450.the conditions of Shui Quan 
  Primary School?

1451.Teacher Xiao Wei is 
  very nervous today.

1452.Zhang Huike is a student of Grade 3 
  in Shui Quan Primary School.

1453.In order to cure his mother’s illness, 
  the family borrowed some money.

1454.He came to do casual labor in the city

  in order to pay the debt.

1455.There’re similar cases like Zhang 

  in your school.

1456.Could you tell us 
  what the reasons are?

1457.Don’t be nervous.

1458.Because their families simply

  couldn’t afford.

1459.Why do you have to find 
  Zhang Huike, Teacher Xiao Wei?

1460.To let him go on learning?
1461.Why do you have to find him?

1462.In fact, there still exist kids 
1463.who can’t afford to go to school 

  like Zhang Huike in our society.
1464.We hope people of various circles
  can give a hand

1465.to help these children return 
  to school as soon as possible.

1466.This concerns the education 

  of the next generation.

1467.Teacher Xiao Wei, we understand you

  perfectly well.

1468.Could you say something
  to the audience?

1469.Perhaps Zhang Huike is watching you
  right now.

1470.Could you look at the camera and

  say something  to Zhang Huike?

1471.Zhang Huike, where have you been?

1472.I’ve been looking for you for 3 days. 
  I’m most worried about you.

1473.Why didn’t you come back?

1474.This is “The Colorful Bridge of Life”, 
  do you have any news about Zhang?

1475.We haven’t found him yet.  
  Do you have any news about him?

1476.Yes?  Please tell us the time.

1477.Till now we haven’t got 
  any news of him.

1478.Sorry! Is it at the crossing
  of the Liberation Street?

1479.The Zhang Huike we are looking for
  is wearing a blue small checked shirt.

1480.Come in! Come in, please!
1481.Come and watch the TV! 
  Are they talking about you?

1482.Look at 
1483.the round camera lens! Just imagine 
  Zhang Huike is watching at you
1484.and listening to you.  
He must be missing you very much.

1485.Could you say what you think to him?

1486.Where are you, Zhang Huike?

1487.I’ve been looking for you for 3 days.

1488.I’m almost worried to death.

1489.Zhang Huike, come back right away!
1490.Teacher Xiao Wei, 
  we’ll get home soon.
1491.Now that we have found Zhang Huike.

1492.I’d like to know 
  what you’re feeling right now.
1493.I’m very happy.

1494.Zhang Huike, 
  may aunt ask you a question?

1495.Now that Teacher Wei 
  has brought you back.

1496.Do you think she is a good teacher?

1497.Yes, she is.

1498.How will you express 

  your gratitude to her?

1499.When I grow up, 
  I’ll go to high school.

1500.When I’m able to earn money, 
  I’ll buy her a lot of gifts.

1501.Why?

1502.Because she suffered a lot 
  while looking for me.

1503.I want to repay her kindness.

1504.What gift are you going to buy?

1505.I’ll buy many nice things.

1506.What specific nice things?

1507.Nice-looking things.

1508.What do you think is nice thing?

1509.I’ll buy her flowers.

1510.How do you think of the city?

1511.Do you like it?

1512.Yes, I do.

1513.How good is the city?

1514.Why made you like it so much?

1515.It is better than in the countryside,

1516.Much better than here.

1517.What impression does the city
  leave you?

1518.What impressed me most was 

  when I went begging.

1519.Now that Teacher Xiao Wei has 
  brought Zhang Huike back.
1520.So many villagers came out 
  to welcome them.

1521.We’d like to know how you feel

  about it?

1522.I’m glad about it.

1523.I’m happy that Zhang Huike is back.

1524.Do you know that Teacher Xiao Wei 

  went looking for Zhang Huike?

1525.I don’t know anything about it.

1526.She wanted to go.  I didn’t let her.

1527.Then she went alone 
  without telling me.

1528.So you were pretty worried, 
  weren’t you?

1529.Yes, I was real worried 

  that She went away
1530.and didn’t come back till now.

1531.You see many kind-hearted people

1532.have donated a truck of stationary.

1533.I wonder 
  how you’ll make use of them?

1534.The stationary will be distributed

  to the students
1535.for use in their study.

1536.There are many kind-hearted people
  who are very concerned about Zhang
1537.and our Shui Quan Primary School.

1538.They’ve also donated a lot of money.

1539.As the village chief,

1540.what are you going to do 
  with the money?

1541.I will do what I am supposed to.

1542.The classroom leaks when it rains.

1543.How old is the classroom?

1544.As old as 40 to 50 years.

1545.I plan to put up a new classroom 
  when we have money.

1546.Now that there are so many chalks. 
  We don’t need to buy any more.

1547.Let us save all the chalks 
  to Teacher Gao.

1548.Teach Gao would be extremely happy 

  when he comes back.

1549.Teacher, how beautiful 
  these chalks are!

1550.The characters we write with them

  will be very pretty.

1551.Teacher, please write one.

1552.Teacher, I want to write one, too..

1553.Me, too.

1554.Everyone chooses one color.

1566.Yes, you can.

1567.Teacher Wei.

1568.Home.

1569.Zhang returned school after paying the
debt with donated money. Ming Xin-     

hong took part in the local Sport Meet

for Juvenile.  She was awarded 

1570.the first prize in the 5,000-meter race
  in the female juvenile group. Wei
  Minzhi remains to be a peasant. She
  visits the school every now and then.  
  The village has built a new classroom 
  with donated money.  The name of the  

  school has been changed to “Shui 
  Quan Hope Primary School”…
1571.According to the statistics, at least one 

  million children in China can’t 

  afford to go to school every year at 

  average. Through the joint efforts and 
  help of various circles, 

1572.about 15% of the children dropped out
