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A complex, multi-layered mystery adventure, “Watchmen” is set in an alternate 1985 America in which costumed superheroes are part of the fabric of everyday society, and the “Doomsday Clock” – which charts the USA’s tension with the Soviet Union – is set at five minutes to midnight.  When one of his former colleagues is murdered, the washed-up but no less determined masked vigilante Rorschach sets out to uncover a plot to kill and discredit all past and present superheroes.  As he reconnects with his former crime-fighting legion – a ragtag group of retired superheroes, only one of whom has true powers – Rorschach glimpses a wide-ranging and disturbing conspiracy with links to their shared past and catastrophic consequences for the future.  Their mission is to watch over humanity…but who is watching the Watchmen?

“Watchmen” is directed by Zack Snyder (“300”) and produced by Lawrence Gordon, Lloyd Levin and Deborah Snyder.  The screenplay is by David Hayter, based upon the graphic novel co-created and illustrated by Dave Gibbons and published by DC Comics.  Herbert W. Gains and Thomas Tull are the executive producers.  

Playing the film’s core group of “masks,” the masked adventurers at the center of the story, are Malin Akerman (“27 Dresses”) as Laurie Juspeczyk, aka Silk Spectre 2; Billy Crudup (“The Good Shepherd”) as Jon Osterman, aka Dr. Manhattan; Matthew Goode (“Match Point”) as Adrian Veidt, aka Ozymandias; Carla Gugino (“Night at the Museum”) as Sally Jupiter aka Silk Spectre; Oscar® nominee Jackie Earle Haley (“Little Children”) as Walter Kovacs, aka Rorschach; Stephen McHattie (“Shoot ‘em Up”) as Hollis Mason, aka Nite Owl; Jeffrey Dean Morgan (TV’s “Grey’s Anatomy”) as Edward Blake, aka the Comedian; and Patrick Wilson (“Little Children”) as Dan Dreiberg, aka Nite Owl 2.

Joining Snyder behind the scenes are director of photography Larry Fong (“300”), production designer Alex McDowell (“Charlie and the Chocolate Factory”), editor William Hoy (“300”), costume designer Michael Wilkinson (“300”), and visual effects supervisor John ‘D.J.’ DesJardin (“The Kingdom”).  The music is by Tyler Bates (“300”).
Watchmen was originally published by DC Comics as a 12-comic book series between 1986 and 1987, before subsequently being collected into a trade paperback.  It is the only graphic novel to win the prestigious Hugo Award or to be named among Time magazine’s “100 Best English Language Novels from 1923 to the Present.”

Warner Bros. Pictures and Paramount Pictures present, in Association with Legendary Pictures, a Lawrence Gordon/Lloyd Levin Production, a Zack Snyder Film, “Watchmen” based on the award-winning graphic novel.

CHARACTER BIOS
THE COMEDIAN

aka Edward Blake

One of the most active vigilantes in the Watchmen universe, Edward Blake operated as the Comedian for decades, in addition to working for the U.S. government in Vietnam and elsewhere. Originally a jester-themed hero, he later took on a more militaristic outfit, in keeping with his violent solutions to most problems. He is by all appearances a cynical egotist using moralistic vigilantism as a cover for his sadistic tendencies. 

DR. MANHATTAN 

aka Jon Osterman

In the late 1950s, ordinary man Jon Osterman was ripped into particles in a science experiment gone horribly wrong. But his consciousness lived on, and he managed to reassemble himself as a true superhuman, a glowing blue model of physical perfection, able to see the future and alter matter all the way down to the subatomic level. His presence profoundly affects not just his fellow heroes, but also global scientific and geopolitical affairs. However, his growing detachment from humanity has frequently left him indifferent to the world and the people around him. 

NITE OWL 2
aka Dan Dreiberg

Inspired by the original Nite Owl from the hero team known as the Minutemen, Dan Dreiberg used his skills as an inventor to become the second, much more gadget-driven Nite Owl. Partnering with Rorschach, the two operated as a team, using Nite Owl’s Owlship, a round, owl-themed craft named Archie, to quickly fly to the scene of the crime. Relatively even-keeled when compared to his fellow heroes, Dreiberg retired when costumed vigilantes were outlawed, and as the years passed he has fallen out of shape and been plagued by growing insecurities.

RORSCHACH

aka Joseph Walter Kovacs

Motivated by a traumatic childhood and an unwavering sense of right and wrong, Walter Kovacs became the costumed hero Rorschach, wearing a trench coat, a fedora, and a mask with a shifting, mirrored pattern of black shapes on a white background. Highly skilled in physical combat and able to turn almost anything to hand into a makeshift weapon, Rorschach worked as a team with the second Nite Owl until costumed vigilantes were outlawed. Nite Owl retired, but Rorschach refused to follow suit, operating illegally and becoming increasingly paranoid. His journal is the regular record of all of his activities and his increasingly misanthropic musings. 

SILK SPECTRE 2

aka Laurel Jane Juspeczyk

Laurie Juspeczyk was pushed into adventuring by her mother Sally Jupiter, the original Silk Spectre. The youngest of the Watchmen, Laurie was haunted by ghosts from her mother’s past, which complicated her own, limited activities as a vigilante. She became involved with Dr. Manhattan and quickly retired her Silk Spectre identity as costume vigilantes were outlawed, choosing to live with Dr. Manhattan at a private government institution. Their isolated lives together make her witness and captive to his increasingly inhuman eccentricities. 

OZYMANDIAS

aka Adrian Veidt

Adrian Veidt, acclaimed as “The World’s Smartest Man,” was inspired by the life of Alexander the Great to take on the costumed identity of Ozymandias. Having trained his body to athletic perfection, he operated for only a few years before retiring, revealing his secret identity publicly, and building a financial empire based around his past as a costumed hero. Determined to do true good in the world, he is one of the few vigilantes apparently free from psychological scars from his years fighting crime.

ABOUT THE CAST

Malin Akerman (Laurie Juspeczyk, aka Silk Spectre 2) was born in Stockholm, Sweden.  At the age of two, Malin moved to Toronto with her family and spent her youth between Canada and Sweden.  

Bright and captivating, Malin began modeling and acting in television commercials at the age of five.  At seventeen, Malin won the “Ford Supermodel of Canada” search, and she began spending her summers in Europe modeling. While she enjoyed a successful modeling career, she ultimately decided to attend University to study Psychology, and focus on her acting.   She quickly landed a role on a Steven Spielberg television series, and several guest roles followed. Malin was brought to Los Angeles to test for the lead of a Disney feature, and although she ultimately did not land the part, the experience brought about exposure and attention in Hollywood.
Shortly after arriving in Los Angeles, Malin began landing television and independent film roles. Her breakthrough came when Malin impressed critics and audiences alike with her portrayal of “Juna Millken” in the HBO series “The Comeback,” starring Lisa Kudrow. She also had a memorable recurring role in the third season of “Entourage,” and the world took notice.

In 2007, Malin starred in “The Heartbreak Kid,” directed by the Farrelly Brothers, and co-starring Ben Stiller.  Several months later, Malin co-starred with Katherine Heigl and Edward Burns in the romantic comedy “27 Dresses,” written by “The Devil Wears Prada” scribe Aline Brosh McKenna and directed by Anne Fletcher.   2008 has proven to be a busy year for Malin, who, in addition to “Watchmen,” shot “Proposal,” in which she stars with Sandra Bullock and Ryan Reynolds.  Both films will be released in 2009.
Currently, Malin is shooting “Couple’s Retreat,” directed by Peter Billingsley and co-starring Vince Vaughan, Jason Bateman and Jon Favreau, which is also due out in 2009.

Billy Crudup (Jon Osterman, aka Dr. Manhattan) was most recently seen in the 2007 romantic comedy “Dedication,” opposite Mandy Moore. In 2006, he played alongside Robert De Niro, Matt Damon and Angelina Jolie in “The Good Shepherd.” He most recently wrapped production on “Public Enemies” for director Michael Mann, in which he plays J. Edgar Hoover. 

Crudup was seen in the third installment of “Mission: Impossible” for director J.J. Abrams, and “Trust the Man” with Julianne Moore. He appeared in “Big Fish,” Columbia Pictures’ comic fantasy for director Tim Burton.  He also starred in “Charlotte Gray” opposite Cate Blanchett, and “World Traveler” with Julianne Moore.  Prior to that, he starred in the critically acclaimed “Jesus’ Son,” opposite Samantha Morton, Holly Hunter and Denis Leary, which earned him a Best Actor Award from the Paris Film Festival and an Independent Spirit Award nomination. Mr. Crudup received his Masters of Fine Arts from New York University and also attended the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. He resides in New York City.

Matthew Goode (Adrian Veidt, aka Ozymandias) most recently starred as Charles Ryder in Julian Jarrold's adaptation of Evelyn Waugh's “Brideshead Revisited.”  
In 2007, Goode co-starred as ex-convict Gary Spargo in Scott Frank's “The Lookout” with Joseph Gordon-Levitt, Jeff Daniels and Isla Fisher.  In Woody Allen's acclaimed “Match Point,” he portrayed the posh friend and eventual brother-in-law of the tennis pro played by Jonathan Rhys Meyers.  Goode most recently completed work in Los Angeles on Tom Ford's directorial debut, “A Single Man,” an adaptation of the Christopher Isherwood novel starring Colin Firth and Julianne Moore.

In 2003, Goode made his feature film debut as celebrated Spanish speaking writer Gerard Brennan in Fernando Colomo's cult biopic “South From Granada.”  His credits also include Agnieszka Holland's “Copying Beethoven,” Ol Parker's “Imagine Me & You” and “Chasing Liberty,” opposite Mandy Moore.  

For television, Goode starred alongside Imelda Staunton in the BBC telefilm "My Family and Other Animals," which aired as part of PBS' "Masterpiece Theatre" in the U.S.  Additional credits include the English crime drama "Marple:  A Murder is Announced," Tom Vaughan's "He Knew He Was Right" for the BBC and "The Inspector Lynley Mysteries:  A Suitable Vengeance."

Raised in the city of Exeter, England, Goode studied drama at the University of Birmingham, and later, classical theater and stage acting at London's Webber Douglas Academy of Dramatic Arts.  His stage credits include the roles of Ariel in Shakespeare's "The Tempest," and Moon in Lorca's "Blood Wedding" at the Mercury Theatre Company.
Carla Gugino (Sally Jupiter aka Silk Spectre), after graduating from high school as class valedictorian, began a memorable and provocative acting career which today, continues to showcase her many talents and considerable beauty.
She recently wrapped filming “Race to Witch Mountain” for Walt Disney Pictures. Gugino stars opposite Dwayne Johnson in the action adventure directed by Andy Fickman (“The Game Plan”). The film advances from the plot of the 1975 Disney favorite, “Escape to Witch Mountain.”  “Race to Witch Mountain” is set to release March 13, 2009. 

Gugino can also be seen in the upcoming “Desire Under the Elms,” a play by Eugene O’Neil and directed by Tony Award recipient Robert Falls. Gugino stars in the role of Abbie, an alluring and headstrong woman who knows what she wants. The show runs from January 17th – February 22nd at the award winning Goodman Theatre in Chicago, IL.

In addition, Gugino can be seen reprising her role as Amanda this season in the HBO hit series “Entourage.” The series follows an up-and-coming actor, Vince Chase as he navigates his career in Hollywood. Gugino began her career auspiciously when she landed a role in the comedy “Troop Beverly Hills.”  From there, Gugino would go onto roles in “Son in Law”; “This Boy’s Life,” opposite Robert De Niro and Leonardo DiCaprio; “Miami Rhapsody” opposite Sarah Jessica Parker; “Michael” opposite John Travolta; “Snake Eyes” in which she starred alongside Nicolas Cage under Brian De Palma's direction; and “The Singing Detective” opposite Robert Downey Jr., Robin Wright Penn, and Jeremy Northam.

Gugino currently resides in Los Angeles. 

Jackie Earle Haley (Walter Kovacs, aka Rorschach) has the rare distinction of virtually disappearing from Hollywood for 15 years, and then suddenly making a comeback in not one, but two feature films: “All the King’s Men” and “Little Children.”  Jackie’s performance in the latter earned him a Best Supporting Actor nomination.  

To learn more about the versatile actor’s resume, if you recall anything about the ′70s and ′80s, chances are you remember his performance as the cigarette-smoking, motorcycle-riding hellion Kelly Leak in Michael Ritchie’s “Bad News Bears.”  And another role that he’d long be remembered for: the practical, laid back, short-tempered Moocher in Peter Yates Oscar-winning 1979 film, “Breaking Away.”  In 1983, he played the sex-obsessed Dave in Curtis Hanson’s “Losin’ It,” with Tom Cruise.  And on Broadway, he performed with Sean Penn, Kevin Bacon, and Val Kilmer in the Scottish play “Slab Boys.”  

Even after all these years, in 2005 Jackie was prominently listed in VH1s “100 Greatest Kid Stars”.  

But, like so many on that list, the successful transition from child actor to adult actor was elusive and the roles that he was forced to take to make ends meet were poorly written cardboard characters that made rethinking his career unavoidable.  That’s when Jackie decided to become a director.

But it took over a decade to get there, and in the interim, Jackie Earle was forced to join the ranks of blue-collar workers to pay the bills.  From limousine driver to security officer, Jackie struggled for years.  

Years later, Jackie finally started to gain some success directing industrial videos - learning a great deal about the inner workings of corporations, their cultures, policies, products, and marketing strategies.  Corporate film work led to a Vice President of Marketing position for a company in Las Vegas, Nevada, where his focus shifted to Direct Response.  He gained expertise in everything from DR creative methods to inbound telemarketing and fulfillment.  Even though directing infomercials was a good living, it wasn’t where Jackie wanted to be creatively.  And that’s when he took the leap into directing television commercials.  

He moved to San Antonio, Texas to work with a friend who co-owned an internal production company of an Advertising Agency.  But working with a company that was co-owned by an ad agency left few options, so he started his own company, JEH Productions, Inc.  Now Jackie is working with numerous advertising agencies, making regional spots for companies like HEB, Methodist Women’s Health, Texas Legal Web dot Com, Valero/Diamond Shamrock, Taco Cabana, and Brake Check to name a few.  

And then… something amazing happened.  

In October of 2004, Academy Award Winner Steven Zaillian was trying to find Jackie Earle. He wanted him to audition for the part of Sugar Boy in his new film “All the King’s Men.”  At first, Zaillian was told that Haley couldn’t be found. But eventually he tracked him down in France…on his honeymoon.  Jackie sent in an audition tape and won the part.  

After filming “All the King’s Men,” Jackie was determined to continue working on projects that had meaning for him. He got a hold of an early draft of Todd Field’s “Little Children,” and set his sights on playing Ronald James McGorvey.  He made an audition tape, and sent it to Field.  Field called him up, and asked if he would to come to NYC to discuss the possibility of playing McGorvey.  Jackie won the role, resulting in his first Oscar nomination.
Today, Jackie divides his time between acting and directing.
Jeffrey Dean Morgan’s (Edward Blake, aka the Comedian) leading-man charisma, undeniable charm and versatility have landed him a variety of prestigious feature films working alongside a number of award-winning actors and filmmakers.  With four major studio films due out in the coming months, Morgan has captured the attention of Hollywood and is fast establishing himself as an emerging movie star.  

The busy actor recently completed filming in Upstate New York on Oscar-winning director Ang Lee's ("Brokeback Mountain") "Taking Woodstock" for Focus Features.  The film is an adaptation of the memoir of Elliot Tiber, who played a role in helping the historic 1969 music festival unfold on his neighbor's farm.  Morgan plays “Dan,” the brother of Emile Hirsch's character and a closeted gay married man who is having an affair with “Elliot” (Demetri Martin). 

Morgan also recently wrapped production in Thailand on The Weinstein Co.'s period drama, "Shanghai," directed by Mikael Hafstrom ("1408").   John Cusack stars as an American who returns to a corrupt, Japanese-occupied Shanghai four months prior to Pearl Harbor and learns that his friend 'Connor' (Morgan) has been killed. While trying to solve the murder, he discovers a much larger secret that his own government is hiding.  The film is scheduled for release in Spring '09.

Earlier this summer, Morgan wrapped production on a starring role opposite Kirsten Dunst and Ryan Gosling on Michael London's Groundswell Productions' "All Good Things," also for The Weinstein Co.  The feature film, directed by Andrew Jarecki, is a love story/murder mystery that is set in the 1970s/1980s and present day New York.  The story revolves around a descendent of a New York real estate dynasty (Gosling) who falls for a beautiful girl from the wrong side of the tracks (Dunst).  The fairy tale courtship ends, however, when the girl disappears.  Morgan stars as 'Joe Mancada,' a down-and-out detective who becomes emotionally investigated in the case and ultimately devotes his entire life and career to doggedly trying to solve the crime.

This past year, Morgan co-starred as the love interest to Hilary Swank's character 'Holly' in Warner Bros.' "P.S. I Love You," directed by Richard LaGravenese.  He played 'William Gallagher,' a charming and sexy Irish singer who 'Holly' falls for in Dublin.  He also starred opposite Uma Thurman in Yari Film Group's romantic comedy, "The Accidental Husband," directed by Griffin Dunne.  Additional feature credits include a cameo role opposite Rachel Weisz in Warner Bros.' comedy "Fred Claus," and the independent office comedy "Kabluey," in which he plays a charismatic yet smarmy co-worker to Lisa Kudrow's character.  

Morgan endeared himself to audiences with his recurring role on ABC's smash hit series "Grey's Anatomy."  His dramatic arc as heart patient 'Denny Duquette,' who wins the heart of intern 'Izzie Stevens' (Katherine Heigl) in a star-crossed romance, made him an unqualified fan favorite.  He also had recurring roles on The CW and Warner Bros. Television's drama series, "Supernatural," and on Showtime and Lions Gate Television's Golden Globe-nominated half-hour comedy series, "Weeds." 

In his spare time, Morgan enjoys barbecuing on the grill, reading, watching movies and listening to his favorite band, The Eagles.  The Seattle native also loves to root for his home team, the Seattle Seahawks.  He currently resides in Los Angeles with his dog Bisou Morgan.

Patrick Wilson (Dan Dreiberg, aka Nite Owl 2) is quickly becoming one of Hollywood’s most accomplished actors, showcasing his talents in a multitude of demanding and diverse roles.  

Already, the year of 2008 has been an extremely busy year for Wilson. He was seen in “Life in Flight,” which premiered at the Tribeca Film Festival, where he plays an architect that while working with an urban designer, begins to second guess the perfect life he leads. He completed filming of “Passengers,” which just released, where Patrick stars opposite Anne Hathaway.  He was last seen in the suspense thriller “Lakeview Terrace,” with Samuel L. Jackson and Kerry Washington. In addition to the big screen, Patrick is revisiting his Broadway roots, as he currently stars in the Broadway revival of Arthur Miller’s “All My Sons” opposite John Lithgow, Dianne Wiest and Katie Holmes.  

In 2007, Patrick was seen in the Edward Burns film with Debra Messing and Selma Blair, “Purple Violets” which premiered at the 2007 Tribeca Film Festival. He was also in “Evening” with Meryl Streep, Glenn Close, Claire Danes and Vanessa Redgrave which released in June of 2007. “Evening” tells the story of a dying woman who reflects on the time in her youth when she met the love of her life, played by Patrick, as her two daughters wrestle with their mother's impending death and their own personal issues. 

Wilson starred alongside Kate Winslet and James Earl Haley in the 2007 Oscar nominated film, “Little Children.” The film focused on a group of young married couples, whose lives intersect on the playgrounds, town pools and streets of their small community in surprising and potentially dangerous ways. In 2006 he also starred in the hit indie film, “Hard Candy,” a psychological drama which was released by Lion’s Gate in April.

Previously, he was the lead role of Jerry Lukowski in the Broadway musical “The Full Monty.”  The role garnered Patrick rave reviews from critics and he received numerous nominations including a Tony nomination for Leading Actor in a Musical, Drama Desk Nomination, Drama League Award, and an Outer Critic’s Circle Nomination for this role.  Time Out New York voted Patrick’s role as “one of the best performances of 2000.”  

Patrick first earned attention from New York audiences in the Off-Broadway musical adaptation “Bright Lights, Big City.” His performance earned him a Drama Desk Nomination and a Drama League Award. Soon after, Patrick starred in the Broadway musical “Fascinating Rhythm,” a revue of George and Ira Gershwin songs, which also garnered him a Drama League Award.

Born in Virginia, Patrick spent most of his years growing up in St. Petersburg, Florida. His mother is a singer and voice teacher while Patrick’s father is a TV anchor.

Patrick received his BFA from Carnegie Mellon University. Patrick is also a singer/songwriter of his own music.  
Patrick and his family reside in New York City.

ABOUT THE FILMMAKERS

Zack Snyder (Director/Screenwriter) made his feature film directorial debut with the 2004 hit horror thriller “Dawn of the Dead,” which opened at the top of the weekend box office and brought Snyder widespread critical acclaim for his inspired re-imagining of George Romero’s cult classic.  Snyder was then nominated for the prestigious Camera d’Or Prize at the 2004 Cannes Film Festival for his work on the film.

Together with his producing partner and co-president, Deborah Snyder, Zack formed Cruel and Unusual Films which signed a two-year overall production deal with Warner Bros. Pictures, which resulted in the release of Snyder’s highly acclaimed blockbuster, “300,” starring Gerard Butler and Lena Headey.  Following “Watchmen,” the next Cruel and Unusual Films productions are “The Last Photograph,” “Guardians of Ga’Hoole” and “Sucker Punch,” the latter two of which Snyder will be directing.  Cruel and Unusual Films is also preparing a feature film adaptation of Ray Bradbury’s classic, “The Illustrated Man,” with Snyder set to direct, and Denise Di Novi, Snyder and his wife/producing partner Deborah Snyder, and Frank Darabont producing.

Snyder’s feature film success follows years of directing commercials and music videos which have garnered numerous awards including two Clios and a Gold Lion award at Cannes (for his Jeep “Frisbee” spot).  British Communication Arts Magazine featured Snyder as one of the most talented commercial directors in that country, and the London advertising community presented him with an award for his impressive body of work.

Snyder attributes his distinctive style, in part, to his early artistic training in London, where he studied painting at the Heatherlies School.  He later refined his sensibilities at the prestigious Art Center College of Design in Pasadena, California, where he developed the bold cinematic style of filmmaking that he has become known for today.

DAVID HAYTER (Screenplay) previously co-wrote the screenplays for such films as “X-Men” and the sequel “X2: X-Men United”; and “The Scorpion King.”

A native of Canada, Hayter spent the first 18 years of his life traveling the world with his family, while learning the French and Japanese languages.  After graduating from the Canadian Academy in Kobe, Japan, he studied all facets of acting at the Ryerson Theatre School in Toronto.

Hayter has an extensive voiceover resume, most recently voicing the role of Snake for the enormously popular video game “Metal Gear Solid 2.”  His acting credits include several guest appearances on television shows.  He also had starring roles in the feature film “The Guyver – Dark Hero” and the independent film “Burn,” which he also produced.

Spanning four decades, LAWRENCE GORDON (Producer) has maintained a career as one of the entertainment industry's most prolific and successful producers. He has been behind such timeless films as “Field of Dreams,” which was nominated for three Academy Awards, including Best Picture; the landmark action film “Die Hard”; and the ultimate buddy picture, “48 Hrs.,” starring Eddie Murphy and Nick Nolte. He brought “Hellboy” to the screen in 2004. 

Born in Yazoo City, Mississippi, Gordon graduated from Tulane University with a degree in business administration. Upon moving to Los Angeles in the early '60s, he went to work as executive assistant to Aaron Spelling at Four Star Television and soon became a writer and associate producer of many Spelling shows. He followed with a stint as head of West Coast talent development for ABC Television and later as an executive with Bob Banner Associates. In 1968, he joined Sam Arkoff and Jim Nicholson at American International Pictures (AIP) as story editor and rose to vice president in charge of development. He then segued to Screen Gems, the television division of Columbia Pictures, as vice president, where he helped put together the classic television movie Brian's Song, as well as the first "novel for television," the adaptation of Leon Uris' "QB VII." 

Accepting an offer to become the first executive in the company's history to head worldwide production, Gordon returned to AIP. His many projects included “Coffy”; “Foxy Brown”; “Hell's Angels '69”; “Wild in the Streets”; John Milius' “Dillinger” (which Gordon also executive-produced); and Ralph Bakshi's groundbreaking and controversial animated hit “Heavy Traffic” (one of The New York Times' top-10 films of 1973). 

Gordon then formed Lawrence Gordon Productions, and began a long and successful association with director Walter Hill. Among the duo's memorable titles are “Hard Times,” starring Charles Bronson; “The Driver,” with Ryan O'Neal and Isabelle Adjani; the cult classic “The Warriors”; “48 Hrs.,” starring Nick Nolte and a then-unknown Eddie Murphy; the rock-and-roll fable “Streets of Fire”; “Brewster's Millions,” with Richard Pryor and John Candy; and “Another 48 Hrs.,” which reunited the comedic team from the original. Gordon also produced the comedy hit “The End,” starring Burt Reynolds, and collaborated with him again on the box-office smash, “Hooper.” Also during this period, Gordon produced the Paul Schrader-penned “Rolling Thunder,” starring William Devane and Tommy Lee Jones; and the now-cult movie musical “Xanadu,” starring Olivia Newton-John and Gene Kelly. In 1982, he reunited with his old boss Aaron Spelling to create and executive produce the long-running ABC television series “Matt Houston.” 

In 1984, Gordon became president and chief operating officer of 20th Century Fox, where he oversaw such successful titles as James Cameron's “Aliens”; James L. Brooks' “Broadcast News”; “Commando,” starring Arnold Schwarzenegger; and “Jewel of the Nile,” starring Michael Douglas, Kathleen Turner and Danny DeVito. During his tenure, “The Simpsons” television series was created by Matt Groening and James L. Brooks, as were series by Stephen Bochco and David E. Kelley. 

After his stint at Fox, Gordon produced the critically acclaimed “Lucas,” marking the directorial debut of David Seltzer; and “Jumpin' Jack Flash,” starring Whoopi Goldberg, which was Penny Marshall's first film as a director. 

Gordon has also produced for the stage. For Broadway, he produced the musical “Smile,” with music by Tony, Grammy and Academy Award winner Marvin Hamlisch and book and lyrics by Tony and Academy Award winner Howard Ashman. Off-Broadway, Gordon was awarded the prestigious Drama Desk Award for his revival of Joe Orton's Entertaining Mr. Sloane. 

In 1987, Gordon produced the summer smash “Predator,” starring Arnold Schwarzenegger, and later, its sequel. Then, in 1988, he produced the summer blockbuster “Die Hard,” which introduced Bruce Willis as an action hero and spawned two hit sequels as one of cinema's all-time most successful and imitated franchises. 

In 1989, Gordon produced “Field of Dreams,” the much loved film starring Kevin Costner and directed by Phil Alden Robinson. The Universal release received three Academy Award nominations, including one for Best Picture, while the title itself – field of dreams – has become part of the American vernacular. 

Subsequently, Gordon produced “Family Business,” directed by Sidney Lumet and starring Sean Connery, Dustin Hoffman and Matthew Broderick; the comedy hit “K-9,” starring James Belushi; “The Rocketeer,” directed by Joe Johnston, for The Walt Disney Company; and “Lock Up,” starring Sylvester Stallone. 

In 1989, Gordon formed Largo Entertainment with the backing of JVC Entertainment, Inc. of Japan, representing the first major Japanese investment in the entertainment industry. As the company's chairman and chief executive officer, Gordon was responsible for the production of such films as “Point Break,” starring Patrick Swayze and Keanu Reeves; “Unlawful Entry,” starring Kurt Russell, Ray Liotta and Madeleine Stowe; “Used People,” starring Shirley MacLaine, Jessica Tandy, Kathy Bates, Marcia Gay Harden and Marcello Mastroianni; and “Timecop,” starring Jean-Claude Van Damme. Largo also cofinanced and handled the foreign distribution of the acclaimed “Malcolm X,” directed by Spike Lee and starring Denzel Washington. 

In 1994, Gordon left Largo in favor of a long-term producing deal with Universal Pictures. At Universal, his first production was the controversial Kevin Costner-starrer “Waterworld,” which has grossed $300 million worldwide. Among other Lawrence Gordon Productions are “The Devil's Own,” starring Harrison Ford and Brad Pitt; the critically acclaimed “Boogie Nights,” directed by Paul Thomas Anderson and starring Mark Wahlberg, Burt Reynolds, Heather Graham and Julianne Moore; and “Mystery Men,” starring Ben Stiller. 

In 2001, Gordon produced two pictures that opened number one at the box office: the summer hit “Lara Croft: Tomb Raider,” starring Oscar winner Angelina Jolie, and the acclaimed “K-PAX,” starring two-time Oscar winner Kevin Spacey and four-time Oscar nominee Jeff Bridges. In summer 2003, Gordon's “Lara Croft Tomb Raider: The Cradle of Life” was released, with Angelina Jolie back as Lara Croft. 

Gordon produced “Hellboy,” directed by Guillermo del Toro, in 2004, and its follow-up, “Hellboy II: The Golden Army,” also directed by del Toro and starring the full returning cast.  

Gordon is still going strong, producing director Zack Snyder’s highly anticipated “Watchmen,” which is slated for release in March 2009. 

Gordon is a member of the Board of Directors of the Producers Guild of America. He served as a member of the Board of Governors of the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences, as well as the Board of the American Film Institute. He is a recipient of the ShoWest Lifetime Achievement Award and the Producers Guild of America's prestigious David O. Selznick Lifetime Achievement Award. 

LLOYD LEVIN (Producer) most recently produced acclaimed director Guillermo del Toro's “Hellboy II: The Golden Army” with Lawrence Gordon, continuing an ongoing working relationship with Gordon that began in the mid-80s, and continues through the highly anticipated “Watchmen.” Hellboy II is the second feature film in the successful franchise based on Mike Mignola's Dark Horse comic book series, and starred Ron Perlman, Selma Blair, Doug Jones, and featured the voice of Seth MacFarlane.  Levin also produced with Gordon the first film in the series, 2004's “Hellboy.”

In 2006, Levin produced “United 93” with Working Title Films for Universal Pictures. Directed by Paul Greengrass, “United 93” was nominated for two Academy Awards, including Best Director, and was named best picture of the year by the New York Film Critics Circle. It was nominated for six BAFTA awards, including Best British Film, and won BAFTAs for Best Director and Best Editing. 

Levin's collaboration with Greengrass continues with the director's new film, “Green Zone.” The Iraq War thriller is based on journalist Rajiv Chandrasekaran's critically acclaimed book, Imperial Life in the Emerald City, and stars Matt Damon, Greg Kinnear, Amy Ryan, Khalid Abdallah, Jason Isaacs and Brendan Gleeson. 

Levin received his first credit as associate producer on “Die Hard,” which was based upon Roderick Thorp's 1979 novel Nothing Lasts Forever. Levin brought the book to Lawrence Gordon's attention and subsequently oversaw the film's development. He then served as associate producer on the Academy Award-nominated “Field of Dreams” (1989), directed by Phil Alden Robinson and starring Kevin Costner, and “K-9” (1989), starring James Belushi. In 1990, Levin was executive producer on both “Die Hard 2: Die Harder” and “Predator 2.” In 1991, he produced “The Rocketeer,” directed by Joe Johnston and starring Bill Campbell and Jennifer Connelly. 

At Largo Entertainment, Levin served as president of production and oversaw the production of such hit movies as “Point Break,” directed by Kathryn Bigelow and starring Keanu Reeves and Patrick Swayze; “Unlawful Entry,” starring Kurt Russell and Ray Liotta; and “Timecop,” starring Jean-Claude Van Damme. He also executive-produced “Used People,” starring Shirley MacLaine, Kathy Bates and Marcello Mastroianni. 

After departing Largo, Levin continued his partnership with Gordon as a producer. In 1997, he executive-produced “The Devil's Own,” starring Harrison Ford and Brad Pitt. He also produced “Event Horizon” that year, which starred Laurence Fishburne and Sam Neill. In 1998, he produced Paul Thomas Anderson's breakthrough movie, “Boogie Nights.” Nominated for three Academy Awards, “Boogie Nights” starred Mark Wahlberg, Julianne Moore, William H. Macy, Philip Seymour Hoffman, John C. Reilly, Heather Graham and Burt Reynolds. Levin produced “Mystery Men” in 1999, which starred Ben Stiller, William H. Macy and Geoffrey Rush, and followed it with “Lara Croft: Tomb Raider,” starring Angelina Jolie. The movie, based on the video game, went on to a worldwide box-office gross of over $280 million and became the most successful action movie of all time starring a female lead. He also produced “K-PAX,” directed by Iain Softley and starring Kevin Spacey and Jeff Bridges, and in 2001, produced “Lara Croft Tomb Raider: The Cradle of Life.”

Upcoming films Levin is producing include “Meg,” based on Steve Alten's best-selling book, and “Concrete,” based on Paul Chadwick's acclaimed Dark Horse graphic novels.  Along with Andrew Cosby (Eureka) and Nick Nunziata, Levin is producing the television series “Runoff,” based on Tom Manning's graphic novel.

DEBORAH SNYDER (Producer) is co-president of Cruel and Unusual Films, which she formed with her producing partner, Zack Snyder.  Under a two-year deal with Warner Bros., both Cruel and Unusual Films and Snyder made their producing debut with “300,” the Persian saga which Zack Snyder directed to critical acclaim. Following “Watchmen,” the next Cruel and Unusual Films productions are “The Last Photograph,” “Guardians of Ga’Hoole” and “Sucker Punch,” the latter two of which Zack Snyder will be directing.  Cruel and Unusual Films is also preparing a feature film adaptation of Ray Bradbury’s classic, “The Illustrated Man,” with Snyder set to direct, and Denise Di Novi, Snyder and his wife/producing partner Deborah Snyder, and Frank Darabont producing.

Deborah Snyder graduated from Ithaca College in 1991 with a Bachelor of Science degree in Video & Film Production.  She began her producing career in advertising as an assistant producer and video editor at Backer Spielvogel Bates.  Promoted to producer in 1992, Snyder produced commercials for such clients as M&M/Mars, Miller Brewing Company, and Estee Lauder.

In 1998, Snyder took a senior producer position at Kirshenbaum Bond and Partners.  Producing ads for clients including Tommy Hilfiger, Target and 1-800-Flowers, she shot all over the globe from Amsterdam, London, Zimbabwe and New Zealand to Kansas City.  Continuing her ascent through the advertising ranks in 2000, she joined BBDO NY as a vice president/executive producer and produced spots for such clients as AOL, Visa, Gillette, Frito-Lay and Pizza Hut.
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
