For the avoidance of doubt such shared presentation credit shall be followed by a separate single card credit in the form “An Icon Production” and there shall be a moving logo at the beginning of the credits bearing the Icon logo (the specific form of such moving logo shall be in Licensor’s sole discretion). AN ICON PRODUCTION:  Credit to be determined in Icon’s sole discretion.
MEL GIBSON:  As per that executed Actor Agreement dated as of November 4, 2009 with Transworld Artists, Inc. f/s/o Mel Gibson.: Credit: Employee to receive star billing on positive prints of the Picture above or before the title in the main titles, which must appear at the beginning of the Picture unless Employee consents otherwise, in first position of the cast, on a separate card, and in all paid advertising above the regular title, in first position of the cast in size of type in both positive prints and paid advertising equal to 100% of the size (meaning height, width, boldness, thickness and prominence) of type of the regular title. General: No individual (other than corporate credits to Producer not containing an individual’s name, or any distributor or financier of the Picture) shall receive screen or paid advertising credit in a size of type larger or more prominent than that used to announce Employee’s name.  No member of the cast shall receive a screen credit or in paid advertising above the title (including the artwork title), without Employee’s consent, in Employee’s sole discretion.  In paid advertising, if any other member of the cast receives credit in the regular billing block, Employee shall receive credit in the billing block in a size of type equal to 100% of the regular billing block non-artwork title and Employee’s likeness (if it is used) shall appear in at least the same size and prominence as the likeness used for any other member of the cast provided that if any other cast member’s likeness is used, Employee’s likeness shall also be used. No image of any cast member other than Employee shall appear in paid ads without Employee’s written consent, not to be unreasonably withheld. No cast member or any other person rendering services on the Picture shall receive credit in a size of type larger or more prominent that that used to announce Employee’s name. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, Employee shall receive credit in the artwork above the artwork title in all visual ads except award, nomination and congratulatory ads in which only the honoree is mentioned.  Further, notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, if an artwork title is used for any advertisement Employee’s name shall not be announced in the advertisement in lettering larger than 100% of the artwork title nor smaller than these percentages of the average size of the lettering used for the artwork title: 25% in the case of Employee’s credit in the billing block; 35% in the case of Employee’s artwork credit outside the billing block in any advertisement. No one (other than corporate credits to Producer not containing an individual’s name, or any distributor or financier of the Picture) will receive a larger or more prominent credit in connection with the artwork title.  If any other individual  rendering services on the Picture receives credit on the audio portion of trailers, television and/or radio ads, then Employee shall receive credit in the audio portion of trailers, television and radio ads except award, nomination and congratulatory ads in which only the honoree is mentioned. Credit will be given only if Employee appears recognizably in the Role in the Picture as released.  For the avoidance of any doubt, Producer shall accord Employee:  (i) artwork title credit in the souvenir programs, (ii) artwork title credit and billing block credit on the jacket cover of soundtrack albums, on the packaging of home video devices and on novelizations and (iii) billing block credit in merchandise containing a “credit block” (as that term is understood in the motion picture industry in Los Angeles, California); provided always that artwork title credit will be given in lieu of billing block credit, if any other individual is accorded artwork credit on such item.  If Producer elects to create, or authorize creation of, a standee in connection with the Picture, it shall contain Employee’s approved likeness (such approval not to be unreasonably withheld) and Employee shall have the right to reasonably re-approve such likeness used for such purpose (unless from the approved key art). Billing requirements with respect to the regular title credit shall not apply at any time to teasers, trailers or other advertising on screen, billboards or other outdoor advertising, radio and television advertising or exploitation, group, list or special advertisements, commercial tie-ups or by-products, or any advertisements of 8 column inches or less or 250 lines or less, promotional material for exhibitors, publicity, advertising or exploitation relating to the story or literary or dramatic material on which said Picture is based, its title, the authors or writers, the music, the composers or conductor, the director, any members of the cast, or similar matters, any advertising or publicity written in narrative form; a listing in the nature of a cast of characters, window or lobby displays or advertising, advertising relating to subsidiary or ancillary rights in the Picture (including, without limitation, novelizations, screenplay and other publications, products or merchandising, soundtrack recordings, videocassettes, videodiscs and other home video devices and the covers, packages, containers or jackets therefore, (except as otherwise agreed to in this Agreement with respect to video devices), advertising in which no credit is accorded other than to Producer and/or any financier or distributor  of the Picture. other advertising not relating primarily to the Picture and award, nomination and congratulatory-type ads (“excluded ads”), provided that Employee shall receive the regular title credit provided above in any excluded ads (other than advertisements relating to prizes, nominations, awards, congratulations, personal appearances and the like in which only the honorees are mentioned) in which any other individual (including as part of a corporate credit) receives credit.

KEVIN HERNANDEZ: As per that executed actor agreement dated as of March 20, 2010 with Kevin Hernandez: Credit.  Provided that Performer appears recognizably in the role set forth in Paragraph 1 above in the Picture as released, and provided that Performer is not in breach or default hereunder, Performer shall be accorded credit on screen on a separate card, in the main titles (or in the end titles if all other individual cast members are accorded credit in the end titles), below or after the title, with size, placement and all other characteristics of Performer’s credit at Producer’s sole discretion. General: All other matters (e.g., size, placement, prominence, etc.) pertaining to Performer’s credit shall be determined by Producer in its sole discretion.  No casual or inadvertent failure to comply with this Paragraph 5 shall constitute a breach of this Agreement; provided that within a reasonable time after receipt of written notice from Performer or Performer specifying a material failure to accord Performer credit in accordance with this Agreement, Producer shall use good faith efforts to cure prospectively any such material failure to accord Performer credit hereunder with regard to the positive prints and/or advertising materials (if applicable) the masters of which are created after the date of Producer’s receipt of such notice.  Producer will use good faith efforts to inform third party licensees and sub-distributors of the credit obligations set forth herein, but shall not be responsible or liable to Performer or Performer for the failure of any such third party to comply with the same.

PETER GERETY: As per that executed actor agreement dated as of April 15, 2010 with Peter Gerety:  Credit: Performer shall be accorded credit on screen on a separate card, in the main titles (or in the end titles if all other individual cast members are accorded credit in the end titles), below or after the title in an average size of type no smaller than the other principal cast members (excluding Mel Gibson), with size, placement and all other characteristics of Performer’s credit at Producer’s reasonable discretion. General: All other matters (e.g., size, placement, prominence, etc.) pertaining to Performer’s credit shall be determined by Producer in its reasonable discretion.  No casual or inadvertent failure to comply with this Paragraph 5 shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement; provided that within a reasonable time after receipt of written notice from Performer or Performer specifying a material failure to accord Performer credit in accordance with this Agreement, Producer shall use good faith efforts to cure prospectively any such material failure to accord Performer credit hereunder with regard to the positive prints and/or advertising materials (if applicable) the masters of which are created after the date of Producer’s receipt of such notice.  Producer will use good faith efforts to inform third party licensees and sub-distributors of the credit obligations set forth herein, but shall not be responsible or liable to Performer or Performer for the failure of any such third party to comply with the same.

PATRICK BAUCHAU: As per that executed SAG deal memo dated as of April 26, 2010 with Patrick Bauchau: Credit. On a card in the main titles (whether at the beginning or end) which may be shared by up to 1 additional actor (order to be determined by Producer in its sole discretion).  No paid ads.  All other aspects of such credit shall be determined by Producer in its sole discretion. General. Performer shall be accorded credit in accordance with the provisions of the deal memo (if any) only if Performer has performed substantially all services called for hereunder and appears recognizably in the role in the Picture.  The obligation to accord Performer credit in advertisements shall apply only to paid advertisements issued by Producer or under its direct control relating primarily to the Picture and shall in no event apply to so‑called "teaser" and "special" advertising, publicity and/or exploitation relating to the Picture or screenplay upon which the Picture is based, any members of the cast, the authors, directors, producers or similar matters; to so‑called "trailers" or other advertising (including promotional films), on the screen or by radio or television; to institutional, group or list advertising; to other advertising not relating primarily to the Picture; to narrative form; to credits on the screen at the end of the Picture; to newspaper or other periodical advertisements of 1200 lines or less; to by‑products, record album jackets and similar packaging, merchandising productions or commercial tie‑ups; or to advertising of such nature that Performer has not granted consent to the use of Performer's name in connection therewith.  With respect to any obligation to accord credit in paid advertising, if the title of the Picture or the title and the name(s) of one or more other persons is used more than once in such paid advertising i.e., a so‑called "regular" use and a so‑called "artwork" use (such as, for example, the weaving of the title and/or the name(s) of any person as part of the background of the advertisement, or a display use or a fanciful use), the references herein to the title of the Picture and/or the names(s) of any person shall be to the so‑called "regular" use of the title or the name(s) of such person(s) as distinguished from the "artwork" use of the title or the name(s) of such person(s); and with respect to any obligation to accord screen credit, in the event of an "artwork" use of the title or the name(s) of any person(s), Performer shall receive credit in accordance with such obligation, if any, as to size, subject to reasonable adjustment if such size of credit is not feasible.  All references to "size" however stated, whether as a percentage or otherwise, shall mean height.  Except as specified in the Credit paragraph, all matters relating to Performer's credit, such as size, style of type, placement, color, etc. shall be at Producer's sole discretion and notwithstanding anything to the contrary in said Credit paragraph or elsewhere in this Agreement, there shall be no obligation whatsoever to accord Performer credit of any kind in any so‑called "Award Ads" (including consideration, nominations or congratulations for an award) relating to any other person involved with the Picture.  No casual or inadvertent failure to comply with the provisions of this paragraph and/or the Credit paragraph of this Agreement shall constitute a breach of this Agreement.

PETER STORMARE: As per that executed actor agreement  dated as of May 17, 2010 with Stormworks, Inc. f/s/o Peter Stormare: Credit:  On a separate card, in the main titles (or in the end titles if all other individual cast members are accorded credit in the end titles), below or after the title in an average size of type no smaller than the other principal cast members (excluding Mel Gibson), with placement and all other characteristics of Performer’s credit at Producer’s reasonable discretion. General: All other matters (e.g., placement, prominence, etc.) pertaining to Performer’s credit shall be determined by Producer in its reasonable discretion.  No casual or inadvertent failure to comply with this Paragraph 5 shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement; provided that within a reasonable time after receipt of written notice from Performer or Performer specifying a material failure to accord Performer credit in accordance with this Agreement, Producer shall use good faith efforts to cure prospectively any such material failure to accord Performer credit hereunder with regard to the positive prints the masters of which are created after the date of Producer’s receipt of such notice.  Producer will use good faith efforts to inform third party licensees and sub-distributors of the credit obligations set forth herein, but shall not be responsible or liable to Performer for the failure of any such third party to comply with the same.

Casting by ALEJANDRO REZA, VICTORIA THOMAS, JC CANTU, C.S.A. and  LINDSAY GRAHAM:  
As per that undated executed Casting Services Agreement with Alejandro Reza:  Credit: The parties agree that THE CLIENT (Icon) has full and absolute decision in respect to include, or not  include the on screen credit for the services rendered by the THE LENDER, as if,  if it were the case, determining the form and manner in which the credit would be included, without THE LENDER being able to make a claim to THE CLIENT  in relation to this decision.
As per that executed Casting Services Agreement dated as of March 11, 2010 with Vickie Industries, Inc. f/s/o Victoria Thomas: Credit: Casting Director shall be entitled to credit on screen, in the main titles if credit is accorded there to the director and all principal cast members, or if no main titles, in the end titles, in the equivalent of a separate card (i.e., in "clear field"), which credit and card may be shared with other individuals receiving Casting by credit, at Producer’s sole discretion, for example in a form similar to "Casting by Alejandro Reza, Victoria Thomas, JC Cantu, C.S.A, and Lindsay Graham” with the order of names to be determined by Producer in its sole discretion.  The average size of type and font utilized for such credit will be in an average size and font equal to those utilized for the credit accorded to the other credited casting directors on the Picture. General: Except as set forth herein, the size, position, placement and other matters with respect to the above credits shall be at Producer's sole discretion.  Producer shall have no obligation to accord credit to Casting Director in any paid advertisement, and the form, size, position and placement of their credit shall be within Producer's sole and absolute discretion. No casual or inadvertent failure to comply with this Paragraph 5 shall constitute a breach of this Agreement; provided that within a reasonable time after receipt of written notice from Casting Director specifying a material failure to accord Casting Director credit in accordance with this Agreement, Producer shall use good faith efforts to cure prospectively any such material failure to accord Casting Director credit hereunder with regard to the positive prints and/or advertising materials the masters of which are created after the date of Producer’s receipt of such notice.  Producer will use good faith efforts to inform third party licensees and sub-distributors of the credit obligations set forth herein, but shall not be responsible or liable to Casting Director for the failure of any such third party to comply with the same.
As per that executed Credit Deal Memo dated as of March 4, 2010 with JC Cantu and Lindsay Graham:  Credit: Producer shall accord Cantu and Graham credit on the Picture on screen, in the main titles if credit is accorded there to the director and all principal cast members, or if no main titles, in the end titles, in the equivalent of a separate card (i.e., in "clear field"), which credit and card may be shared only with other individuals receiving Casting by credit, at Producer’s sole discretion, as "Casting by Alejandro Reza, [any third party U.S. casting director(s) as Producer may elect], JC Cantu, C.S.A, and Lindsay Graham” with the order of names to be determined by Producer in its sole discretion.  The average size of type and font utilized for such credit will be in an average size and font equal to those utilized for the credit accorded to the other credited casting directors on the Picture. Paid Ads: In the event that any other individual is accorded “Casting by” credit in the billing block of any paid ad for the Picture issued by or under the control of Producer, then Cantu and Graham shall also be accorded “Casting by” credit in the billing block of such paid ad for the Picture issued by or under the control of Producer.  Other than as set forth in the foregoing sentence, Producer shall have no obligation to accord credit to Cantu and Graham in any paid advertisement, and the form, size, position and placement of their credit shall be within Producer's sole discretion. General: Except as set forth herein, the size, position, placement and other matters with respect to the above credits shall be at Producer's sole discretion.  No casual or inadvertent failure to comply with the foregoing shall constitute a breach of this Agreement; provided that within a reasonable time after receipt of written notice from Cantu and/or Graham specifying a material failure to accord credit in accordance with this Agreement, Producer shall use good faith efforts to cure prospectively any such material failure to accord such credit hereunder with regard to the positive prints and/or advertising materials the masters of which are created after the date of Producer’s receipt of such notice.  Producer will use good faith efforts to inform third party licensees and sub-distributors of the credit obligations set forth herein, but shall not be responsible or liable to Cantu and/or Graham for the failure of any such third party to comply with the same.

Costume Designer ANNA TERRAZAS:  As per that executed Costume Designer Agreement dated as of April 20, 2010 with Anna Cecilia Terrazas Hernandez:  Credit: The parties agree that THE CLIENT (Icon) has full and absolute decision in respect to include, or not  include the on screen credit for the services rendered by the THE LENDER, as if,  if it were the case, determining the form and manner in which the credit would be included, without THE LENDER being able to make a claim to THE CLIENT  in relation to this decision.

Music Composed by ANTONIO PINTO: As per that executed Composer Agreement dated as of September 28, 2010 with ANP PRODUCOES LTDA f/s/o Antonio Pinto:  Credit: If at least fifty percent (50%) of the underscore of the Picture (by time) as initially released consists of Score recorded hereunder, Composer will be accorded credit in the form, “Music Composed by Antonio Pinto,” on a separate card in the main titles (unless there are no main titles, in which case such credit will be accorded on the equivalent of a separate card in the end title crawl).  If less than 50% of the Picture’s underscore consists of Composer’s Score, credit will be accorded in the end titles, in such form and placement as reasonably determined by Producer in view of the amount and nature of the Score’s contribution to the Picture’s musical underscore. Paid Ads: If at least fifty percent (50%) of the underscore of the Picture (by time) as initially released consists of Score recorded hereunder, Composer will be accorded credit, in the same form as provided for above, in paid advertisements for the Picture issued from and after the effective date of this Agreement by Producer or under Producer’s control which contain a full billing block (i.e., in which credit is accorded to the writer(s), producer(s) and director of the Picture), subject to the customary exclusions and policies of the Picture’s distributors [nonetheless, such credit will be accorded wherever the writer(s), director and producer(s) are accorded such credit, except in the case of a so-called "congratulatory" ad which pertains to those three persons but does not otherwise contain a full billing block].  Such credit will also be accorded on the packaging of home video devices of the Picture, if such packaging contains a full billing block, as part of such billing block.  Producer will notify all distributors of the Picture of Composer’s right to be accorded credit hereunder.  No casual or inadvertent failure to accord such credit will be a breach of this Agreement, but Producer, upon receipt of notification of such failure, will use its best efforts to have such failure corrected prospectively.

Editor STEVEN ROSENBLUM, ACE:  As per that unexecuted Editing Services Agreement dated as of May 24, 2010 with Agno Enterprises, Inc. f/s/o Steven Rosenblum:  Credit: Producer shall accord Artist credit in substantially the following form: “Editor Steven Rosenblum, A.C.E.” on screen, on a single card (which may be shared with any other editors engaged on the Picture as determined in Producer’s sole discretion, but in first position if such credit is to be shared), in the main titles if the director and principle cast receive screen credit therein (otherwise in the end titles) of all positive prints of the Picture in a size of type no smaller than the average size of type used to display the credit accorded to the director of photography and production designer of the Picture. Paid Ads: Producer shall accord Artist’s Credit in the full billing block (if one) of full-page paid advertising which relates primarily to the Picture, issued by or under the direct control of Producer, appearing in the “Los Angeles Times,” the “New York Times,” “Daily Variety” and “The Hollywood Reporter,” and so-called “one-sheets” in a size of type no smaller than the average size of type used to display the name of the director of photography and production designer of the Picture in the billing block of such paid advertising,” and so-called “one-sheets” in a size of type no smaller than the size of type used to display the name of the composer of the Picture in the full billing block portion of such paid advertising.  If the full billing block (i.e., if the writer, director and individual producer(s) receive credit in the billing block) appears in billboards, magazines, videocassette, laserdisc, DVD and soundtrack packaging in connection with the Picture which are issued by or under the direct control of Producer, Producer shall accord Artist’s Credit in the billing block portion of such billboards, magazines, videocassette, laserdisc, DVD and soundtrack packaging in a size of type no smaller than the size of type used to display the name of the director of photography and production designer of the Picture in such billing block portion.  Except as specifically provided in this Paragraph, Producer shall have no obligation to accord any credit to Artist in any paid advertisement, and the form, size, position and placement of Artist’s Credit shall be within Producer’s sole discretion.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Producer’s credit obligations with respect to Artist under this Paragraph 7.2 shall be no less favorable that the contractual paid ad credit obligations accorded by Producer to the director of photography and production designer for the Picture. General: Except as expressly set forth above, Producer’s Paid Ad credit obligations shall not apply to the following: group, list, institutional or so-called teaser advertising, publicity and exploitation; announcement advertising; advertising relating primarily to the source material upon which the Picture is based, or to the author, any member of the cast, the producer(s), writer(s) or any other personnel involved with the production of the Picture; so-called “award” or “congratulatory” advertisements, including advertisements or announcements relating to consideration or nomination for an award in which only the honoree(s) is/are mentioned; trailers (including promotional films) or other advertising; publicity or exploitation on screen, radio or television; advertising in narrative form; advertising for film festivals, film markets and the like; advertising one-half page (or the equivalent in SAU’s) in size or less; outdoor advertising (including, but not limited to so-called 24-sheets); theater display advertising; advertising relating to subsidiary or ancillary rights in the Picture (including, but not limited to novelizations, screenplay and other publications, products or merchandising, soundtrack recordings, videocassettes, videodiscs and other home video devices and the covers, packages, containers or jackets therefor); advertising in which no credit is accorded other than credit to one (1) or two (2) stars of the Picture and/or to Producer, Icon Productions and/or any other entity financing or distributing the Picture; advertising, publicity and exploitation relating to by-products or commercial tie-ups; and other advertising not relating primarily to the Picture.  

Production Designer BERNARDO TRUJILLO:  As per that executed Production Designer Agreement dated as of June 2, 2010 with Bernardo Trujillo: Credit: The parties agree that THE CLIENT (Icon) has full and absolute decision in respect to include, or not  include the on screen credit for the services rendered by the THE LENDER, as if,  if it were the case, determining the form and manner in which the credit would be included, without THE LENDER being able to make a claim to THE CLIENT  in relation to this decision.

Director of Photography BENOIT DEBIE:  As per that executed Director of Photography Agreement dated as of February 10, 2010 with Oia, Inc. f/s/o Benoit Debie:  Credit. Producer shall accord Artist credit in substantially the following form: “Director of Photography – Benoit Debie” (“Artist’s Credit”) on a separate card, in the main titles (i.e., wherever the director receives his on screen “directed by” credit, whether at the beginning or end of the Picture) of all positive prints of the Picture in a size of type no smaller than the size of type used to display the credit accorded to any other department heads of the Picture. Paid Advertising. Producer shall accord Artist’s Credit in the full billing block if all of  the writer, director and individual producer(s) receives credit in the billing block of all half-page or larger paid advertising which relates primarily to the Picture, issued by or under the direct control of Producer, appearing in the “Los Angeles Times,” the “New York Times,” “Daily Variety” and “The Hollywood Reporter,” and so-called “one-sheets” in a size of type no smaller than the size of type used to display the name of the composer of the Picture in the full billing block portion of such paid advertising.  If the full billing block (i.e., if the writer, director and individual producer(s) receive credit in the billing block) appears in billboards, magazines, and videocassette, laserdisc, DVD and soundtrack packaging in connection with the Picture which are issued by or under the direct control of Producer, Producer shall accord Artist’s Credit in the billing block portion of such billboards, magazines, and videocassette, laserdisc, DVD and soundtrack packaging in a size of type no smaller than the size of type used to display the name of the composer of the Picture in such billing block portion.  Except as specifically provided in this Section 6.2, Producer shall have no obligation to accord any credit to Artist in any paid advertisement, and the form, size, position and placement of Artist’s Credit shall be within Producer’s sole discretion. General. Except as expressly set forth above, Producer’s paid advertising credit obligations shall not apply to the following: group, list, institutional or so-called teaser advertising, publicity and exploitation; announcement advertising; advertising relating primarily to the source material upon which the Picture is based, or to the author, any member of the cast, the Producer(s), writer(s) or any other personnel involved with the production of the Picture; so-called “award” or “congratulatory” advertisements, including advertisements or announcements relating to consideration or nomination for an award in which only the honoree(s) is/are mentioned; trailers (including promotional films) or other advertising; publicity or exploitation on screen, radio or television; advertising in narrative form; advertising for film festivals, film markets and the like; advertising one-half page (or the equivalent in SAU’s) in size or less; outdoor advertising (including, but not limited to so-called 24-sheets); theater display advertising; advertising relating to subsidiary or ancillary rights in the Picture (including, but not limited to novelizations, screenplay and other publications, products or merchandising, soundtrack recordings, videocassettes, videodiscs and other home video devices and the covers, packages, containers or jackets therefor); advertising in which no credit is accorded other than credit to one (1) or two (2) stars of the Picture and/or to Producer, Icon Productions and/or any other entity financing or distributing the Picture; advertising, publicity and exploitation relating to by-products or commercial tie-ups; and other advertising not relating primarily to the Picture.  Unless otherwise specified herein, all other matters relating to form, size, placement and position of Artist’s Credit on screen and in paid advertising, if applicable, shall be determined by Producer in its sole discretion. No casual or inadvertent failure of Producer or any failure of any third party(ies) to comply with these credit provisions shall constitute a breach of this Agreement by Producer or its assignee. General. All other characteristics of Line Producer’s screen and paid advertising credits shall be at ICON’s sole discretion.  ICON’s inadvertent or casual failure to accord credit in accordance with the provisions of this Paragraph III.D. shall not be deemed a breach of this Agreement; provided that upon receipt of written notice from Line Producer specifying a material failure to accord Line Producer credit hereunder, ICON shall use reasonable efforts to cure prospectively such material failure with regard to ads and/or positive prints, the masters of which are created after the date of ICON’s receipt of such notice.  ICON will inform third party subdistributors of the credit obligations set forth herein, but shall not be responsible for the failure of any such third party to comply with the same. Nothing herein shall be deemed to nor shall it limit ICON’s right, in its sole discretion, to accord any other person or entity producer, co-producer, Line Producer, co‑Line Producer, associate Line Producer or any other individual presentation or production credit.

ICON’s inadvertent or casual failure to accord credit in accordance with the provisions of this Paragraph III.D. shall not be deemed a breach of this Agreement; provided that upon receipt of written notice from Executive Producer specifying a material failure to accord Executive Producer credit hereunder, ICON shall use reasonable efforts to cure prospectively such material failure with regard to ads and/or positive prints, the masters of which are created after the date of ICON’s receipt of such notice.  ICON will inform third party subdistributors of the credit obligations set forth herein, but shall not be responsible for the failure of any such third party to comply with the same. Nothing herein shall be deemed to nor shall it limit ICON’s right, in its sole discretion, to accord any other person or entity producer, co-producer, Executive Producer, co‑executive producer, associate producer or any other individual presentation or production credit.
